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8. Other considerations

8.1. Researchers should be aware that pre-prints do not replace the Gold route for Open Access.
Please also remember that depositing pre-prints and data in bioRxiv (or similar) and public
databases counts as disclosure when it comes to intellectual property, just as it does if you
speak at a conference. If your research may have commercial potential, please speak to the
KEC team prior to any publication. See the Intellectual Property Policy (BI-KEC-001) for further
information.

8.2. PhD students registered with the University of Cambridge should follow the University’s policy
regarding the publication of their theses.
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
